The council serves as a discussion forum 
to address foodservice packaging and packaging issues. The group meets annually at the Institute’s Spring Meeting and holds 
conference calls during the year.

What are the dues for Affi liate Members?
You will not be required to pay dues to FPI and will only pay meeting fees (at a reduced rate) for any meetings you choose 
to attend. In return, you will be asked from time to time to participate in brief  surveys regarding issues of  importance to the 
foodservice packaging industry.

Should you be nominated to join the Advisory Council, you will not pay a meeting fee, and the Institute will cover your expenses 
at the meeting.
